NEW BUSINESS

Comm. Bolash introduced the first item of new business, Approval of the FY2026-27 Full-Time
Organizational Chart, and asked Dir. Troy to further discuss this item. Dir. Troy advised the board that
this information was provided to them during the February 24th meeting while discussing wage ranges
and wage increase recommendations for full time staff. He detailed the two new positions on the
Organizational Chart. Comm. Cooley moved, seconded by Comm. Ford, the Board of Park Commissioners
approve the FY2026-27 Full-Time Organizational Chart as presented. The motion was unanimously
approved by all present.

DEPARTMENT UPDATES

Administration:

Supt. Haywood talked about the final weeks of the current fiscal year. He briefly went over the budgeted
and actual amounts spent for the current fiscal year. Comm. Cooley asked how the district did in terms of
total revenue this fiscal year. Supt. Haywood advised we have brought in more than was projected. Dir.
Troy weighed in by quoting revenues for different areas and advising of the percentage over the projected
revenue amounts. Comm. Cooley then asked about tax payment. Supt. Haywood advised of when most of
the taxed amounts were received.

Ice:

Supt. Veller began by discussing the highly anticipated Ice Show, which has shows scheduled on Friday and
Saturday next week, and let the commissioners know to reach out to him if they would like tickets to one
of the shows. Comm. Bolash asked how Supv. Smith has been doing with Ice Show planning. Supt. Veller
praised how she has been handling show planning. He went on to share that she has been well ahead of
the planning schedule, which allowed her to smoothly pivot to a new option when one of our usual vendors
retired. Comm. Cooley then changed topics to ask about budgeting for The Bays in the coming fiscal year.
Dir. Troy advised that he is planning to track the golf simulators’ expenses and revenues separately from
the rest of the ice rink budget, even though they are included in that department, and explained his
reasoning. Comm. Cooley agreed and then shared his recent experience with The Bays. There was topic



discussion of the various features of the simulators and the potential timeline for rolling out new
experience options.

Parks:

Supt. McKenna started by discussing the status of the West Meadows Fire Alarm Upgrade. He noted that
the goal was to have this project completed before the Ice Show and he is happy to report that it will be
done comfortably before. Supt. McKenna then discussed the ongoing Park Central Concrete project. He
has been extremely pleased with the contractor doing the work and noted he will keep them in mind for
future projects. Supt. McKenna ended his report by going over the status of other work throughout the
district, including lce Show preparations, park readiness for spring, and work on the pool deck in
anticipation of the upcoming season.

Recreation:

Supt. Cahill advised of new flooring at the Nelson Sports Complex, as well as new seating for the
concessions and gymnastics areas. He detailed some of the new equipment at the Fitness Center and
briefly touched on the next few projects and updates planned. Supt. Cahill then talked about the upcoming
Community Cleanup Day, which is scheduled for Saturday morning next week. Dir. Troy added that the
district conducted a Needs Assessment Survey ahead of the refresh of the Nelson Sports Complex. He went
over the number of responses and detailed a few of those responses with the board. Dir. Troy was happy
to note that some of the requests from the public were items already set for inclusion in the refresh or
projects being discussed for even further in the future. He will be preparing a report to share all this
information with the board but wanted to give them some early insight. Comm. Bolash looks forward to
seeing the report.

Dir. Troy advised the board that the next meeting will include an initial review of budget information for
the upcoming fiscal year. He then noted that he is still waiting on a few of their Statements of Economic
Interest, which are due by May 1st. Dir. Troy shifted discussion to ongoing legislation activity that could
impact our programming and potentially require changes to our facilities. He outlined his efforts to engage
with local legislators about this. The board expressed their intention to support his efforts however they
can. Dir. Troy closed his report by requesting input from the commissioners about a potential sponsor for
Meadows Fest, Nature’s Care Co. He provided preliminary details of the sponsorship and noted a similar
business was a sponsor at an Arlington Heights event and there was no negative comments. The board is
open to exploring this opportunity but have two key concerns. Comm. Ford appreciates the fact that their
booth would only be accessible to those aged 21 and up, but she would like to know how that access
would be enforced. Comm. Bolash expressed concern about marketing materials. She would want to make
sure all promotional content would be strictly adult-oriented and not appear child-friendly. Dir. Troy



thanked the board for their feedback. He agreed to gather more information for their review, including
the promotional materials used during Frontier Days.

MATTERS FROM COMMISSIONERS
Comm. Cooley wanted to pass along thanks to Supv. Belluomini who helped him out at The Bays. He was
very happy with the service provided. Comm. Cooley said all the hard work put into the space shows.

Comm. Savino noted that she had come to the meeting from a baseball practice, and the parks are packed.
She thinks the parts look great and she is happy to see all the springtime activity. Comm. Savino brought
up the topic of trees along the bike path and the status of the bike path by the pond at Kimball Hill. There
was topic discussion of the trees and what role we can play in helping prevent further wear along the
pond’s edge.

Background/Analysis

The Rolling Meadows Park District is pleased to present the proposed operating budget of the
following eight (8) operating funds for the upcoming fiscal year beginning May 1, 2026.

The General Fund supports infrastructure maintenance, upkeep and upgrades of the
District’s park sites and facilities along with administrative services

The Recreation Fund provides for diverse leisure programs and recreation facility
maintenance to enhance the lives of the District’s residents and the community

The Bond Fund accounts for the accumulation of resources for the payment of yearly
general obligation bond principal and interest

The IMRF Fund provides for the payments due to the lllinois Municipal Retirement Fund
for state mandated District staff retirement pensions

The Insurance Fund provides for payments relating for the District’s general liability,
property and workers compensation insurance coverages

The Audit Fund provides for services relating to the District’s yearly financial and OSLAD
Grant audits

The Paving and Lighting Fund provides resources for the maintenance and upkeep of
District parking lots and lighting systems

The Special Recreation Fund provides for the yearly assessments paid to the Northwest
Special Recreation Association for District program inclusion for participants with
disabilities. This fund also provides for ADA facility improvements and modifications

A public hearing will be held at the May 12, 2026, Regular Board Meeting for public review and
guestions pertaining to the proposed budget and appropriations ordinance. At the May 26, 2026,
Annual Board Meeting, the budget and appropriations ordinance will be approved by the Board
of Park Commissioners.

Background/Analysis

Staff have identified the items listed within Ordinance 2026-0401 and determined that these items
are no longer useful to the Rolling Meadows Park District’s current needs or operations. In these
instances, it is in the District’s best interest to declare as surplus property and dispose of in the
most appropriate manner benefiting the Park District.

Staff requests the Board’s review and approval of these items under the following provision of
Park District code:

“Whenever a park district owns any personal property that in the opinion of three-fifths of the
members of the Board then holding office is no longer necessary, useful to, or for the best interests
of the park district, three-fifths of the Park Board then holding office, at any regular meeting or at
any special meeting called for that purpose, by ordinance, may authorize the conveyance or sale of
that personal property in any manner that they may designate, with or without advertising the
sale.”

Staff are requesting the following items be declared surplus property for the purpose of being
auctioned or disposed.

Budget
e Proposed operating revenues and expenditures will be presented to the Commissioners

at the April 28th Board meeting, along with a list of planned capital items.

e The tentative 2027 Budget and Appropriations Ordinance is on display for public
inspection on our website with a printed copy available for viewing at the Park Central
Administrative office. A public hearing will be conducted on May 12", with adoption of
the Budget at the May 26" meeting.

FY2026 Projections
e All funds’ reserves are expected to be over the minimum threshold of our reserve policy
at the end of the fiscal year. Increased revenues in the general fund and recreation
funds compared to last year have more than offset the higher costs in these funds due
to inflation.

Vending Revenues
e The District has averaged over $2,000 a quarter the past six months in collections for the
vending machines (over ten times from the previous vendor).

Recruitment/Staffing
e HR has completed interviews for the Adult Hockey and Fitness Center Supervisor
position. The candidate pool was strong, and staff anticipate making a hiring decision
shortly.
e On April 20, the District welcomed Griffin Szukala as the newest member of the Parks
Crew. Griffin brings valuable experience and a strong passion for serving the community
and supporting the Park District’s mission.

HR Functions
e HR has completed its review of all full-time staff evaluations drafts and provided
feedback. Evaluations will be conducted over the next one to two weeks. This process
provides an opportunity to recognize employee achievements and establish goals for
the upcoming review period.
Safety
e The District completed its first round of buddy safety inspections. Initial feedback has
been positive, and a comprehensive review and discussion of findings will take place at
the upcoming Safety Committee meeting to identify opportunities for continued



improvement.

Ongoing review of OSHA-10 training materials is underway, beginning with the Parks
Department. This initiative is focused on evaluating current safety practices and
identifying enhancements, such as exploring equipment options like anti-vibration
gloves to further support employee safety and comfort.

The District has made significant progress in ensuring that nearly all full-time staff are
CPR certified, strengthening emergency preparedness across departments.

The District is actively working to implement enhanced driving and safe backing training
for employees who regularly operate District vehicles. This initiative aligns with
recommendations from PDRMA and reinforces our commitment to reducing risk and
promoting safe operations.

Learn to Skate

e Ice Show week was April 20. A lot of hard work has been spent planning for this year.

e Over two hundred skaters from our learn to skate program and freestyle skaters will perform in three
shows this upcoming weekend.

e Practices began mid-February. Skaters have been hard at work these last few weeks finishing up routines
and final touches.

e Tickets can be purchased at rmskating.com.

e We will be offering a Mini-May session before Nelson Sports Complex closes. Registration has already
opened.

Public Skate
e Parties continue to be booked well into June.
e Lunch Skate has seen an increase in popularity. We are planning to continue the ice time into summer.
e Half price skate passes continue to sell and have brought in $4,164.50 this year.
e Medieval Times, Toy Story, Star Wars are the next theme skates.

Golf Simulator
e From 4/1-4/21, The Bays generated $1,942.50 in revenue. The average number of players per session is
2.19, which aligns with what Jack from Trackman shared, typically 1-2 golfers per bay. We are continuing
to expand our marketing efforts, including increased use of promotional codes distributed through
Instagram.
e We are starting to plan a few “Give the Bays a Try” dates.

Met with representatives of the Adult Activity Center advisory committee to discuss increased
volunteer involvement and other new process improvements.

Marketing is working on some exciting branding projects to continue to improve the appearance
of WM, NSC, and CC as the fiscal year comes to an end.

Performance evaluations for the Rec team have begun.

Athletics

Received a grant from PowerPlay to use again for the very successful ‘Obstacle and Agility
Warrior’ class this fall. Last year, the program had over 40 participants on the waitlist!
Spring sports have all started!

o Baseball has 9 teams, up two teams overall from last year.

o Flag Football has over 120 participants and 10 teams, double last year’s numbers!

o T-Ball numbers continue to look strong, with 26 participants in the spring session and

currently 90 participants registered for the summer session.

The gymnastics team hosted the first round of tryouts for the team this month, with one more
planned for next month. There were over 30 gymnasts in attendance!

New vault training equipment and trampolines have been purchased for the gymnastics
program as we continue to look to invest in the continued growth and success of the program.

Events and Community Engagement

The 2026 Eggs Galore event was held on March 28 at Park Central with 102 participants. This
reflects an increase from 94 participants in 2025.

Community Cleanup Day will be held on Saturday, April 25, from 10:00am-12:00pm at the
Community Center. We are pleased to partner with the City of Rolling Meadows Human services
and Environmental Committee as well as the Library, Garden Club, and Wings and Talons
conservation group.

o Thank you to Northrop Gruman for their continued support of this event each year.

The Fire Department Pancake Breakfast will take place on Saturday, May 9 from 8:30-10:30am at
the Park Central Banquet Hall. Registration is open, and walk-ins will be accepted. Our goal is to
exceed last year’s attendance of 51 participants.

We are also excited to announce the launch of Pop-Up Nights, a new monthly event series running



from May through August.
o Each event will offer a different experience for young adults, parents, or simply someone
looking to connect, create, and unwind. On-site childcare will be available with a
minimum enrollment of five children.
o Thefirst Pop Up Night will feature Canvas Painting on Saturday, May 16 from 6:00-8:00pm
at the Community Center Laurel Room.
